For it 1s the God who said, “Let light shine
out of darkness,” who has shone in our hearts to give
the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the
tace of Christ.

At the supper before the passover, Thomas said to
Jesus, “Lord, we do not know where you are going;

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I go to the Father. Whatever you ask in my name, I
will do 1t, that the Father may be glorified in the Son;
if you ask anything in my name, I will do 1t.”
