 Second Letter of Paul to the Corinthians 
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, the Father of mercies and God of all comfort, 
who comforts us in all our affliction, so that we may 
be able to comfort those who are in any affliction, 
with the comfort with which we ourselves are 
comforted by God. For as we share abundantly in 
Christ’s sufferings, so through Christ we share 
abundantly in comfort too. If we are afflicted, it is for 
your comfort and salvation; and if we are comforted, it 
is for your comfort, which you experience when you 
patiently endure the same sufferings that we suffer. 
Our hope for you is unshaken; for we know that as 
you share in our sufferings, you will also share in our 
comfort. 
The Reader concludes The Word of the Lord.

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Psalm 116: 1–8 
At Said Mass the Reader says  
Please join me in reading Psalm 116, verses 1 through 
8, found in the red Prayer Book on page 759. 
(The Reader repeats the above information as needed.) 
 
At Sung Mass the Reader says 
Please join me in reading Psalm 116 as found in the 
service bulletin. 
 
1  I love the LORD, because he has heard the voice  

of my supplication, * 
  because he has inclined his ear to me whenever I  

called upon him. 
  
2  The cords of death entangled me; 

the grip of the grave took hold of me; * 
    I came to grief and sorrow. 
  
3  Then I called upon the Name of the LORD: * 
    “O LORD, I pray you, save my life.” 
  
4  Gracious is the LORD and righteous; * 
    our God is full of compassion. 
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5  The LORD watches over the innocent; * 
    I was brought very low, and he helped me. 
  
6  Turn again to your rest, O my soul. * 
    for the LORD has treated you well. 
  
7  For you have rescued my life from death, * 

  my eyes from tears, and my feet from stumbling. 
  
8  I will walk in the presence of the LORD * 
    in the land of the living.
