A Reading from the Revelation to John

open the scroll and break its seals?” And no one in
heaven or on earth or under the earth was able to

into 1t. Then one of the elders said to me, “Weep not;
lo, the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David,
has conquered, so that he can open the scroll and its
seven seals.” And between the throne and the four
