EVENING PRAYER

The First Lesson. The Reader begins

A Reading from the Lamentations of Jeremiah
“Look, O LORD, and behold, for I am despised.” “Is it
nothing to you, all you who pass by? Look and see if
there is any sorrow like my sorrow which was brought
upon me, which the LORD inflicted on the day of his
fierce anger. From on high he sent fire; into my bones
he made it descend; he spread a net for my feet; he
turned me back; he has left me stunned, faint all the
day long. My transgressions were bound into a yoke;
by his hand they were fastened together; they were set
upon my neck; he caused my strength to fail; the Lord
gave me into the hands of those whom I cannot
withstand. The LORD flouted all my mighty men

in the midst of me; he summoned an assembly against
me to crush my young men; the Lord has trodden as
in a wine press the virgin daughter of Judah. For these
things I weep; my eyes flow with tears; for a comforter
is far from me, one to revive my courage; my children
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are desolate, for the enemy has prevailed.” Zion
stretches out her hands, but there is none to comfort
her; the LORD has commanded against Jacob that his
neighbors should be his foes; Jerusalem has become a
tilthy thing among them. ““I'he LORD 1s in the right,
for I have rebelled against his word; but hear, all you
peoples, and behold my suffering; my maidens and my
young men have gone into captivity. I called to my
lovers but they deceived me; my priests and elders
perished in the city, while they sought food to revive
their strength. Behold, O LORD, for I am in distress,
my soul 1s in tumult, my heart is wrung within me,
because I have been very rebellious. In the street the
sword bereaves; in the house it is like death. Hear how
I groan; there 1s none to comfort me. All my enemies
have heard of my trouble; they are glad that thou hast
done it. Bring thou the day thou hast announced, and
let them be as I am. Let all their evil doing come
before thee; and deal with them as thou hast dealt with
me because of all my transgressions; for my groans are
many and my heart 1s faint.”

A Reading from the Gospel according to John
Now among those who went up to worship at the
feast were some Greeks. So these came to Philip, who
was from Beth-sa'ida in Galilee, and said to him, “Sir,
we wish to see Jesus.” Philip went and told Andrew;
Andrew went with Philip and they told Jesus. And
Jesus answered them, ““The hour has come for the Son
of man to be glorified. Truly, truly, I say to you, unless
a grain of wheat falls into the earth and dies, it remains
alone; but if it dies, it bears much fruit. He who loves
his life loses it, and he who hates his life in this wotld
will keep it for eternal life. If any one serves me, he
must follow me; and where I am, there shall my
servant be also; if any one serves me, the Father will
honor him.” Now is my soul troubled. And what shall
I say? ‘Father, save me from this hour’? No, for this
